pH

A = acid (4-6.5)
N = neutral (6.5-7.5)
B = Basic or alkaline (7.5-8.2)

Soil pH is a measurement of soil acidity. Soil pH influences the availability of nutrients
in the soil and their subsequent uptake by plants as well as microorganism activity. Most
plants perform best when soil pH is slightly acid to neutral (6.0-7.0). Soils in Western
South Dakota, except in the Black Hills, tend to have higher pH levels. The more high pH
tolerant a plant is, the better it will do in Spearfish.

S height trees are okay under power lines

M height trees should be planted no closer than 20’ from a power line
L height trees should be planted no closer than 30° from a power line
